July 7, 2023—0ttawa—The French language is an
integral part of the Canadian identity. It's our shared
responsibility to create a Canada where everyone can
flourish in the official language of their choice. Given the
importance of enhancing the vitality of French linguistic
minority communities across the country, Canada's
Express Entry system is now tailored to provide a
streamlined and efficient pathway for French-speaking
immigrants. By prioritizing the invitation of French-
speaking newcomers, Canada aims to support
economic growth through Francophone immigration
outside Quebec while recognizing this enriches and
strengthens these communities.

On May 31, Minister Fraser announced new changes to
Express Entry through category-based selection. These
changes help address labour shortages that support an
identified economic goal by inviting candidates with
specific work experience or French language ability to
apply for permanent residence.

Today, the Honourable Ginette Petitpas Taylor, Minister
of Official Languages, on behalf of the Honourable
Minister Sean Fraser, Minister of Immigration, Refugees
and Citizenship, announced the first Francophone
round for category-based selection. This focus on
French-speaking newcomers will help promote the
French language and address labour shortages in
comrnunities outside of Quebec.

Category-based selection signals Canada's commitment
to attracting top global talent and helping meet the
need for French-speaking and bilingual workers ta
support the economy, while strengthening the rich
cultural and linguistic diversity of the communities to
which Francophone newcomers contribute. Alongside
general invitation rounds, these category-based
selection rounds will continue throughout the year, and
more details will be announced in the coming weeks.

La situation des migrations internationales exige une
coopération et un engagement pancanadiens, et le
gouvernement du Canada reste déterminé a travailler en
équipe pour trouver des solutions. Le gouvernement
fédéral continuera a travailler en étroite collaboration
avec les provinces et les municipalités pour s’assurer que
tous les niveaux de gouvernement soutiennent les
personnes qui cherchent refuge au Canada.

Statement by the Prime
Minister to mark 10
years since the Lac-
Mégantic
tragedy/Canadian Days

The Prime Minister, Justin Trudeau, today issued the
following statement to mark 10 years since the Lac-
Mégantic tragedy:

“A decade ago today, one of the worst rail disasters in
Canadian history took place when a freight train
carrying crude oil derailed, caught fire, and exploded
in the heart of the town of Lac-Mégantic, Quebec. The
tragedy took the lives of 47 people, forced hundreds
of residents to evacuate, and destroyed much of the
community’s downtown core.

“On this solemn day, we remember the precious lives
that were lost and think of the people of Lac-Mégantic
who, 10 years later, continue to display strength and
bravery as they endure the long-lasting traumatic
impacts of this catastrophe.

“Since the disaster, we have prioritized strengthening
rail safety across the country, including by
introducing stronger measures and requirements to
protect communities living along railway lines. From
hiring more Railway Safety and Transportation of
Dangerous Goods inspectors, to reducing train
speeds, to increasing the rate of inspections, we are
making sure Canadians travelling by train or living
near a railway are safe. We also reaffirm our
commitment to continue working with the
Government of Quebec, nearby communities, and
local residents toward the completion of the Lac-
Mégantic Rail Bypass Project, which will reroute trains
away from downtown so that this tragedy never
reoccurs.

“On behalf of the Government of Canada, | encourage
all Canadians to remember those who tragically lost
their lives 10 years ago. To the residents of Lac-
Mégantic whose lives changed overnight: your
resilience is an inspiration to us all. Canadians are,
and will always be, with you.”

Montréal, au Québec, afin d’inaugurer la phase 1 du Réseau
express métropolitain (REM), un grand projet de transport en
commun assurant la liaison entre plusieurs villes de banlieue et le
centre-ville de Montréal. Aujourd’hui, avec le démarrage de la
phase 1, cinq stations entrent en service entre la station Brossard,
sur la Rive-Sud, et la station Gare Centrale, au centre-ville de
Montréal. Cette ligne traverse le fleuve Saint-Laurent en passant
par lemblématique pont Samuel-De Champlain.

Le REM est le plus grand projet de transport en commun entrepris
au Québec au cours des 50 derniéres années. Il est le fruit d’un
vaste partenariat, notamment d’un investissement sans précédent
de la Banque de linfrastructure du Canada du gouvernement
fédéral.

Une fois sa construction terminée, le REM permettra de doubler la
longueur du réseau de métro actuel, de relier les communautés de
’Ouest-de-llle (Sainte-Anne-de-Bellevue) et de la Rive-Nord
(Laval et Deux-Montagnes) au centre-ville de Montréal, et d’offrir
une liaison rapide jusqu’a ’'aéroport international Montréal-
Trudeau. Grace au REM, il sera en effet possible de se rendre du
centre-ville de Montréal a une des plus importantes plaques
tournantes du trafic aérien au Canada en seulement 25 minutes,
quelle que soit la congestion routiére.

Lorsqu’il sera pleinement en service, le REM — un métro
entierement électrique - aidera a réduire les émissions de 100
000 tonnes par année. Cela équivaudra a retirer 30 000 voitures
de la route chaque jour. Le REM devrait également apporter de
grandes retombées économiques a la région du Grand Montréal,
dont 34 000 emplois durant les travaux de construction,1 000
emplois permanents et plus de 2 milliards de dollars en salaires au
Québec. Le REM devrait accueillir jusqu’a 170 000 usagers par
jour.

Les projets comme celui-la font partie intégrante de notre plan qui
a pour objectifs de lutter contre les changements climatiques, de
créer de bons emplois et de faire de nos communautés des
endroits ou il fait encore mieux vivre.

Investing in public transit is about investing in Canadians.
With projects that get people where they need to go, we help
commuters save time and money, we create good middle-
class jobs, and we keep our air clean for generations to come.
The Prime Minister, Justin Trudeau, was joined today by the
Premier of Quebec, Francois Legault, the Mayor of Montréal,
Valérie Plante, and the President and Chief Executive Officer
of Caisse de dépot et placement du Québec, Charles Emond,
in Montréal, Quebec, for the launch of phase 1 of the Réseau
express métropolitain (REM), a major public transit project
linking several suburbs with downtown Montréal. With the
launch of phase 1 today, five stations will now provide public
transit services from the South Shore’s Brossard Station to
downtown Montréal’s Central Station, crossing the St.
Lawrence River via the iconic Samuel De Champlain Bridge.
The REM is the largest public transit project undertaken in
Quebec in the last 50 years and the result of extensive
partnership, including a record investment from the federal
government’s Canada Infrastructure Bank.

Once fully completed, the REM will double the length of the
existing metro system, link the communities of the West
Island (Sainte-Anne-de-Bellevue) and the North Shore (Laval
and Deux-Montagnes) to downtown Montréal, and create a
fast link to Montréal-Trudeau International Airport. The REM
will make it possible to travel from downtown Montréal to
one of Canada’s largest air travel hubs in only 25 minutes,
regardless of traffic.

Once fully operational, the REM - a fully electric metro - will
help cut emissions by 100,000 tonnes per year, which is
equivalent to removing 30,000 cars from our roads each day.
The REM is also expected to add significant economic
benefits to the Greater Montréal Area, including 34,000 jobs
during construction, 1,000 permanent jobs, and over $2
billion in wages paid in Quebec. It is expected to
accommodate up to 170,000 users per day.

Projects like this one are a significant part of our plan to fight
climate change, create good jobs, and make our communities
even better places to call home. Today’s announcement
means Montrealers will have a faster commute, less time in
traffic, cleaner air, and more money back in their pockets.

Today, Prime Minister Justin Trudeau met with the President
of the European Commission, Ursula von der Leyen, on the
margins of the World Law Congress in New York City, United
States of America.

Prime Minister Trudeau attended the event in New York City
to honour President von der Leyen, who received the World
Peace and Liberty Award on behalf of the European
Commission, for its work to defend democracy and the rule of
law.

The leaders reaffirmed their continued and long-term
commitment to Ukraine as it resists Russia’s unjustifiable
aggression, and discussed next steps as agreed at the North
Atlantic Treaty Organization’s Summit in Vilnius last week.
They also condemned Russia’s decision to withdraw
participation in the Black Sea Grain Initiative, noting the
impact this will have on global food security, driving up prices
and furthering inflation.

The leaders further discussed climate and the environment,
energy security, and critical minerals. They underscored the
importance of building resilient supply chains on the
principles of transparency, diversification, security, and
sustainability to support good jobs on both sides of the
Atlantic.

Prime Minister Trudeau and President von der Leyen
welcomed continued opportunities for Canada and the
European Union to work together on these and other shared
priorities, including accelerating progress on the Sustainable
Development Goals, in the lead up to the upcoming United
Nations General Assembly High-Level Week, G20 Summit, and
COP28.

The two leaders highlighted the value of ongoing
collaboration and agreed to remain in close contact.

The Prime Minister, Justin Trudeau, today issued the following statement to mark 40 years since Black
July:

“Forty years ago, in July 1983, an onslaught of horrific anti-Tamil pogroms were carried out across Sri
Lanka. They took the lives of thousands, and many more were injured, displaced, and subjected to
sexual violence. The brutality of Black July escalated tensions in what became a decades-long armed
conflict that led to the death of tens of thousands of people, and trauma that communities continue to
endure today.

“On this sombre day, we join Tamil-Canadians and Tamil communities around the world to remember
the victims, honour the survivors, and recommit ourselves to always stand against hate and violence.
Last year, the Parliament of Canada unanimously adopted the motion to make May 18 Tamil Genocide
Remembrance Day, which was marked for the first time this year. And today, we continue to call for
accountability for human rights violations and abuses in Sri Lanka. Canada will never stop standing up
for human rights, and we will continue to help address the needs of the most vulnerable communities
amidst the ongoing economic crisis in Sri Lanka.

“Diversity will always be one of Canada’s greatest strengths. In the aftermath of Black July, when
many were forced from their country, the Government of Canada established a Special Measures
program in 1983, and 1,800 Tamil people chose to come to Canada to build a new life — creating one of
the largest Tamil diasporas in the world.

A spree of key interest rate hikes by the Bank of Canada since last year is
pushing homeowners to try various means to make increasing mortgage
payments.

Early this month, the Bank of Canada raised key interest rates for the
10th time since March 2022, pushing the overnight rate to five per cent,
the highest since 2001.

The impact is staggered and varied across society, not to mention
particularly damaging for thousands of home loan borrowers.
Unsurprisingly, some homeowners are switching to fixed-rate alternatives
from variable-rate mortgages, while others are waiting it out while
struggling to make their payments as the interest rates continue to rise
after a brief pause.

Whether the reducing popularity of variable mortgages and increasing
preferences for short-term fixed rates across Canada are here to stay or a
fleeting trend is a question worth a debate.

But like thousands of others losing their sleep or trying desperate
measures, the overall scenario for many homeowners in our town is crisis
and panic.

"Most of my husband's salary goes towards the mortgage now," a
homeowner shared on condition of anonymity, adding that "some nights |
can't sleep."

The family moved into their new house in the town in September 2021 and
opted for a variable-rate mortgage. Little did they know that their monthly
payment would go from $3050 to $5250.

Add to this: her work in professional photoshoots is dwindling as well
because photoshoot is a luxury for many these days, considering the cost-
of-living crisis.

Prajit Dasani of the Westmount neighbourhood shares similarly staggering
data.

When he bought his house last year, he paid only 27 per cent of his
monthly instalment towards interest. A year and a half later, 76 per cent
of the monthly payment covers only the interest.

"We have curtailed expenses for everything, including groceries, dining
out, after-school class and can't even think of vacations," Dasani
explained, hoping the rates are reduced soon.

Mohit (hame changed) has "stretched him thin" and is "currently paying
$8,500 in interest only for his house.

He's afraid that if rate hikes are not paused soon, he might have to sell his
house and move to a rental because working extra hours at work is also
not enough to boost his affordability.

"Variable rate is killing, to be honest. We have to ration everything now,
including cutting down on kids' activities," Mohit said.

Drawing from her experience in mortgage brokerage, Supriya Mehra
shared that homeowners who can afford to pay a lump sum towards
principal or make slight increases to the payments are doing so. In
contrast, others take on additional work hours or extra jobs to pay their
mortgages to keep their homes.

She added that the increasing number of clients are abandoning variable
mortgages, "It needs to make sense for their situation.

"For example, if it's for their primary residence and they plan on staying
there for the next three years, and can somehow manage the increase in
payments, then going for a three-year fixed mortgage makes sense.

"If, on the other hand, they are uncertain, may want to sell in next couple
years, and can pay extra towards principal or payments, then variable
works."
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Don’t become a Chiné';Inﬁtelii.ge.eﬁ'céss.e.rvices
target of Chinese ONLINE
intelligence, CSIS RECRUITMENT
warns Canadians

The Canadian Security Intelligence Service (CSIS) issued a rare public warning Tuesday detailing how it says
China’s intelligence service is targeting and recruiting Canadian citizens to supply information to Beijing.

The allegation comes as Canada continues to reckon with Chinese interference in the country, which has ranged
from allegations of meddling in elections to using so-called “police stations” to monitor and threaten Chinese
nationals or those with family in China.

In a Twitter thread, CSIS explained how targets inside and outside of China are “approached and cultivated”
online by proxies of the People’s Republic of China’s Intelligence Services (PRCIS).

“They identify people who are actively looking for jobs in strategic sectors or who have high-value credentials,”
the agency wrote.

The target is then approached on Linkedin by the PRCIS proxy who poses as a human resources recruiter or
security consultant. After establishing contact, the recruiter will move the conversation to WeChat, WhatsApp,
email or another secondary platform “at the earliest opportunity.”

CSIS said the target will then be asked to write reports for “consultants” in exchange for payment, and later meet
in person or virtually with the “client” allegedly receiving the reports.

“Both the consultant and the client are in fact (Chinese) intelligence officers,” CSIS said.

Before long, the Canadian target is getting paid to write reports containing “confidential, privileged information
that is of interest to the PRC,” the agency added, referring to the People’s Republic of China.

Canadians are being warned to be wary of who they connect with on LinkedIn and other online messaging
platforms.

The Chinese consulate in Canada did not immediately respond to a request for comment on the allegations.

In recent weeks, CSIS and other Canadian security agencies have detailed in public and to Parliament how they
are cracking down on Chinese interference efforts in Canada.

RCMP commissioner

Mike Duheme told a House of Commons committee last week that more than 100 investigations into obvious
foreign interference are underway in Canada, adding that police stations allegedly operated by Beijing have been
closed amid ongoing investigations.

“We are trying to build the relationship with the communities to have the people come forward and tell us their
story, so we can have more evidence to lay appropriate charges,” Duheme told reporters after his testimony.

- “Any matters that can be charged, any person that can be charged with the Criminal Code, we will do so.”

The so-called police stations reported in Montreal, Toronto and Vancouver allegedly hosted Chinese government
agencies inside community centres and allegedly harassed members of the city’s Chinese community.

The Spanish human rights organization Safeguard Defenders, which has identified more than 100 of the alleged
police stations in more than 50 countries, has said the stations serve to “persuade” people who Chinese
authorities claim are fugitives to return to China to face charges.
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Canadians travelling to Europe in 2024 will need a permit to enter some countries

Canadians eyeing a trip to certain European countries next year will need to obtain a permit
first.

Starting in 2024, Canadian travellers seeking a short-term visit to 30 countries including
France, Switzerland, Spain and Greece must apply to the European Travel Information and
Authorisation System.

The permit costs 7 euros, or about $10.25, and can be obtained on the ETIAS website or
mobile app.

It allows travellers to visit for up to 90 days within any 180-day period and is valid for three
years, or until the passport used in the application expires.

In addition to Canada, the new rules will apply to nearly 60 countries including the United
States, Mexico, United Kingdom, Australia and Japan.

Travellers younger than 18 and older than 70 years are exempt from payment, as are family
members of EU citizens or of non-EU nationals who can move freely in the European Union.
The official website of the European Union urges would-be visitors to apply for authorization
well in advance of a planned trip, and before booking a plane ticket or hotel.

Canadian travellers to most of Europe are currently exempt from needing a visa and only
require a valid passport for short stays.

European countries requiring ETIAS also include Belgium, Croatia, Finland, Germany,
Portugal, Romania and Slovenia.
