Today, the Honourable Harjit S. Sajjan, President of
the King’s Privy Council for Canada and Minister of
Emergency Preparedness and Minister responsible
for the Pacific Economic Development Agency of
Canada, announced the Government of Canada s
expeditiously assessing the Territory’s Disaster
Financial Assistance Arrangements (DFAA) claim for
the 2023 wildfires. Additionally, the federal
government is releasing $15 million to the NWT
through the DFAA program, to support the Territory
and assist with recovery costs associated with the
2021 and 2022 spring floods. This is on top of two
DFAA payments totalling $50,681,251 that were
issued earlier this year for those events.

In addition, from August 12th until September 6th,
Public Safety officials had been embedded with
territorial officials on the ground, working
collaboratively through this challenging time to
support the NWT in its response and recovery. PS
officials also continue to work closely alongside
territorial officials in order to ensure that future
DFAA support is provided as quickly and smoothly
as possible.

The Government of Canada has, and continues to
work closely with the Government of the NWT
throughout this unprecedented wildfire season.

Today, the Honourable Sean Fraser, Minister of Immigration, Refugees and Citizenship,
announced special measures for people who have been impacted and need to replace
vital documents or to extend or restore their status in Canada.

Immigration, Refugees and Citizenship Canada (IRCC) will issue free replacement
documents for Canadians, permanent residents and temporary residents directly
affected by the wildfires. These include permanent resident cards, Canadian citizenship
certificates, Canadian passports and other travel documents that are lost, damaged,
destroyed or inaccessible due to wildfires.

International students, temporary foreign workers and other visitors who have been
directly affected by the wildfires and whose status will expire by September 30, 2023, will
also be eligible to apply, restore or extend their status in Canada free of charge. This
means that temporary workers who are unable to work because their workplace is
closed due to the fires don’t need to worry - they’ll be able to extend their status and
stay until their workplace reopens. In addition, international students can extend their
study permits if their classes are delayed or cancelled and finish their studies without
penalty.

These special measures will be in effect until September 30, 2023. They give Canadians,
permanent residents and temporary residents time to sort out documents or temporary
status issues, so they can focus on what matters most right now: their families, their
homes and their communities.

Got a vacation coming up? In order to streamline your
experience at the airport, you'll want to make sure you're
following the guidelines of Canadian airlines when it comes to
what not to pack in your luggage.

There are certain items you might want to keep in your carry-
on luggage, while others will need to be in your checked
baggage. Some, you better not bring at all.

Here's an easy breakdown of what to keep in your carry-on,
what to stow in your checked bag, and what to leave at home
the next time you travel.

= What is not allowed on a plane in your carry-on in Canada?
There are many items that you can't bring with you in your
carry-on luggage when flying in Canada.

They include guns, firearms, devices that can stun (like a
Taser) sharp objects like box cutters or swords, explosives
and incendiaries.

Most of these may sound like common sense, and you
probably weren't planning on packing them anyway.
However, under some of these restricted categories, you'll
find everyday items that seem like they'd be OK in‘a carry-on
bag but aren't.

- Some examples include:

- Animal repellant (leave the bear spray in your checked.bag)
- Some sports equipment, including ski poles, baseball'bats,
cricket bats, golf clubs, billiard cues and hockey sticks

- Liquids, aerosols or gels that are in a container larger than
100 millilitres or 100 grams and can't fit in a 1-litre plastic bag
(leave your soup behind, folks) e

-Items that look like weapons -- again, this might sound like
common sense, but you'd be surprised by the amount of
everyday items like perfumes, belt buckles and pens that
look like guns or grenades
- Powder or granular substances of 350 millilitres or more.
Bringing some baby powder or sea salt? Put it in your
checked baggage.
= What is allowed in your carry-on luggage?
On the flip side, there are plenty of things you can (and in
some cases, should) pack in your carry-on.
Some of the things you'll want to make sure you pack in
your carry-on luggage are things like personal electronic
devices (laptops, phones), as some airlines have restrictions
about carrying fragile items or items containing lithium
batteries in checked luggage.
Other things you can bring in your carry-on bag include:
. cameras, camera equipment and camcorders
.E-readers
. MP3 players, portable CD players and portable DVD players
. portable handheld gamlng devices, like PSPs or Nintendo

The Prime Minister, Justin Trudeau, today issued the following statement on the International Day of Peace:

“To be enduring, peace requires effort, ambition, and dedication from those who wish to create a better
future for the generations to come. Today, on the International Day of Peace, we recognize the critical
importance of promoting a more peaceful and inclusive world for everyone, and we recommit ourselves to
working with diverse partners around the world to build it.

“Seventy-five years ago, the United Nations (UN) General Assembly adopted the Universal Declaration of
Human Rights, recognizing for the first time the fundamental human rights that serve as the foundation of
freedom, justice, and peace in the world.

“The theme of this year’s International Day of Peace, ‘Actions for Peace: Our Ambition for the #GlobalGoals’,
shines a light on our collective responsibility to promote long-lasting peace, including by working to achieve
the Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs), a pathway to building a peaceful future that fosters inclusion,
equal opportunity, participation, and access to justice for everyone. At the mid-point of our collective efforts
to implement the SDGs, Canada’s commitment hasn’'t wavered. In my role as co-Chair of the SDG Advocates
Group, | continue to advocate for the accelerated action required to achieve the SDGs.

“In the face of rising global challenges, including Russia’s illegal war of aggression against Ukraine and its far-
reaching impacts, we continue to stand up in defence of peace, democracy, human rights, and the rule of law.
For as long as it takes, Canada will stand with the people of Ukraine, and will work with our allies and
partners to support Ukraine's diplomatic efforts toward a just and sustainable peace. We also uphold our
long-standing tradition of actively supporting peacekeeping efforts around the world, including by
championing initiatives like the Vancouver Principles, which help prevent the recruitment and use of child
soldiers in peacekeeping operations. In line with our Feminist International Assistance Policy, we also
continue to advocate for the full and meaningful participation of women in all peace and security spaces,
including through the Canada-led Elsie Initiative.

“On this International Day of Peace, | encourage Canadians and our friends around the world to reflect on our
shared values of tolerance, compassion, and co-operation. It is only by working together now that we can
build a peaceful future for the world of tomorrow.”

July 18, 2023—Moncton—Canada is a nation that has been shaped by immigration. With
increasing global migration, like many other countries, Canada is experiencing arise in the
number of people claiming asylum. While housing and supports for asylum claimants are the
responsibility of provinces and municipalities, the federal government recognizes the need
for all levels of government to work together on solutions to address the current need, and we
have been there every step of the way.

Today, the Honourable Sean Fraser, Minister of Immigration, Refugees and Citizenship,
announced funding that will ensure impacted communities have the capacity to keep a roof
over the heads of vulnerable asylum claimants who want Canada’s protection.

This support will come through a one-time injection of approximately $212 million in funding
into the Interim Housing Assistance Program (IHAP), which will be extended until March 31,
2024. This includes approximately $97 million in new funding for the City of Toronto. IHAP
provides funding on a cost-sharing basis to provinces and municipalities for the costs of
interim housing for asylum claimants. Today’s funding is in addition to the nearly $700 million
already delivered through the program, including over $215 million for the City of Toronto.

In addition to IHAP, Immigration, Refugees and Citizenship Canada (IRCC) has been working
with the most impacted provinces and municipalities to increase the amount of temporary
housing. As of early July, IRCC had over 3,800 hotel rooms in six provinces to provide
temporary housing to asylum claimants.

The international migration situation requires pan-Canadian co-operation and engagement,
and the Government of Canada remains committed to working together to find solutions. The
federal government will continue to work closely with provinces and municipalities to ensure
that there is support from all levels of government for those seeking refuge in Canada.
