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Here's What Not To Pack In Your Carry-On

Got a vacation coming up? In order to streamline your
experience at the airport, you'll want to make sure you're
following the guidelines of Canadian airlines when it comes to
what not to pack in your luggage.

There are certain items you might want to keep in your carry-
on luggage, while others will need to be in your checked
baggage. Some, you better not bring at all.

Here's an easy breakdown of what to keep in your carry-on,
what to stow in your checked bag, and what to leave at home
the next time you travel.

* What is not allowed on a plane in your carry-on in Canada?
There are many items that you can't bring with you in your
carry-on luggage when flying in Canada.

They include guns, firearms, devices that can stun (like a
Taser) sharp objects like box cutters or swords, explosives
and incendiaries.

Most of these may sound like common sense, and you
probably weren't planning on packing them anyway.
However, under some of these restricted categories, you'll
find everyday items that seem like they'd be OK in a carry-on
bag but aren't.

- Some examples include:

- Animal repellant (leave the bear spray in your checked bag)
- Some sports equipment, including ski poles, baseball bats,
cricket bats, golf clubs, billiard cues and hockey sticks
- Liquids, aerosols or gels that are in a container larger than
100 millilitres or 100 grams and can't fit in a 1-litre plastic bag
(leave your soup behind, folks)

-Items that look like weapons -- again, this might sound like
common sense, but you'd be surprised by the amount of
everyday items like perfumes, belt buckles and pens that
look like guns or grenades

- Powder or granular substances of 350 millilitres or more.
Bringing some baby powder or sea salt? Put it in your
checked baggage.

* What is allowed in your carry-on luggage?

On the flip side, there are plenty of things you can (and in
some cases, should) pack in your carry-on.

Some of the things you'll want to make sure you pack in
your carry-on luggage are things like personal electronic
devices (laptops, phones), as some airlines have restrictions
about carrying fragile items or items containing lithium
batteries in checked luggage.

Other things you can bring in your carry-on bag include:

. cameras, camera equipment and camcorders

.E-readers

. MP3 players, portable CD players and portable DVD players
. portable handheld gaming devices, like PSPs or Nintendo
3DS and video game consoles

. tablets, like iPads

. baby food, baby formula and breast milk

. candles

. hair dryers, flat irons and curling irons

. pinatas

You can also take an array of foods and snacks in your
carry-on, including cakes and pies, chips, cookies, crackers,
beverages like juice, Coke, Sprite and 7Up, fruits, granola
bars and duty-free alcohol.

May 10, 2023—Ottawa—The Canadian passport is one of the most powerful and respected travel
documents in the world. For some, it is used to reconnect with loved ones, to explore, and have an
adventure. For others, it marks the final step in their immigration journey, becoming Canadian
citizens and joining a diverse and inclusive society that values democracy, freedom, and human
rights.

The Honourable Sean Fraser, Minister of Immigration, Refugees and Citizenship, and the
Honourable Karina Gould, Minister of Families, Children and Social Development, are proud today to
unveil the new Canadian passport. The new passport has been redesigned from cover to cover with
state-of-the-art security features and new artwork, maintaining its status as one of the most secure
and universally accepted travel documents in the world for all Canadians.

The new passport includes state-of-the-art security features designed to keep Canadians’ identities
safe, such as a polycarbonate data page—a technology similar to Canada’s driver’s licences.
Passport holders’ personal information will now be laser engraved instead of being printed with ink,
making the data page more durable and resistant to tampering and counterfeiting. Other features
include a Kinegram over the main photo, a custom see-through window with a secondary image of
the passport holder, a variable laser image, and a temperature sensitive ink feature.

The new passport celebrates Canada’s heritage and identity with iconic images of Canada's natural
beauty throughout the four seasons. It also includes a new cover design with an outline of a maple
leaf—the first significant change in decades. The new passport will start rolling out later this
summer. Until then, the current passport remains secure and reliable, so Canadians with valid
passports will only need to renew them when they are getting close to their normal renewal date.
More details regarding the roll-out will be provided at a later date.

The Government of Canada has also been working to offer more online service options for
Canadians. Starting later this fall, Canadians will be able to renew their passport, pay their fees, and

upload their photograph securely and conveniently online .

May 12, 2023—Vancouver, BC— Pre-arrival settlement services are key to setting
newcomers up for success in Canada. They provide newcomers with the information and
support they need to make informed decisions about their new lives in Canada before they
arrive, which helps them successfully transition into their communities and find work
faster.

The Honourable Harjit Sajjan, Minister of International Development and Minister
responsible for the Pacific Economic Development Agency of Canada, today announced on
behalf of the Honourable Sean Fraser, Minister of Citizenship, Refugees and Immigration,
an investment of nearly $12 million to S.U.C.C.E.S.S. to help deliver important pre-arrival
services to new immigrants. This is part of overall settlement funding extensions that were
announced yesterday.

Minister Sajjan had the opportunity to visit S.U.C.C.E.S.S., one of 15 service providers that
offer information, orientation, and referrals to newcomers. This organization offers online
and in-person services abroad to newcomers before they arrive in Canada, including
information about the Canadian workplace, soft skills development, and employment
counselling, as well as services tailored to refugees that help them prepare for jobs in
Canada.

Investments in pre-arrival services and organizations like S.U.C.C.E.S.S. are investments in
the newcomers and families joining Canada’s diverse communities, and help them grow
while strengthening Canada’s economy.

April 29, 2023—O0ttawa—Canada continues to call for an end to violence in Sudan
and remains deeply concerned for the safety of people in the country. We are
working to help those seeking safety in Canada, including Sudanese nationals
already in Canada who may not wish to return home at this time.

Today, the Honourable Sean Fraser, Minister of Immigration, Refugees and
Citizenship, announced more details of these special measures to support Sudanese
nationals in Canada temporarily.

As of April 30, 2023, Sudanese nationals in Canada can apply to extend their stay or
change their status as a visitor, student or temporary worker free of charge. This
includes free open work permits that provide access to the labour market and
greater flexibility to support themselves while they are in Canada. These measures
will help protect the Sudanese population already in Canada, keep families together
and give them a safe place to stay.

Some permanent residence applicants outside Canada may not have access to their
Sudanese travel documents. We are therefore also waiving the requirement to hold
a passport or travel document to be approved for a permanent resident visa to
come to Canada. These measures complement the fee waivers for passports and
travel documents for Canadians and permanent residents of Canada in Sudan, and
the prioritization of completed applications already in our system for temporary
and permanent residence from people in Sudan for when it is safe to travel.

Canadians in Sudan are urged to check travel.gc.ca as often as possible for updates
and to sign up with the Government of Canada's Registration of Canadians Abroad
service to receive our direct updates.

April 12, 2023—0ttawa— Communities across Canada continue to welcome Afghans and are
helping them settle in to their new homes, as the Government of Canada works toward
resettling at least 40,000 Afghan nationals by the end of this year.

Today, the Honourable Sean Fraser, Minister of Immigration, Refugees and Citizenship,
announced that Canada has now welcomed over 30,000 Afghan refugees since August 2021.
The latest newcomers arrived in Toronto, Ontario, on a charter flight from Pakistan and
include Afghans who supported Canada’s mission in Afghanistan, family members of former
Afghan interpreters, and privately sponsored refugees arriving through the humanitarian
stream. Canada’s humanitarian resettlement program is focused on resettling the most
vulnerable Afghans, including woman leaders, human rights defenders, persecuted and
religious minorities, 2SLGBTQI+ individuals and journalists.

Today’s new arrivals will settle in communities across Canada, including Surrey (BC), Toronto
and London (ON).

The Government of Canada is on track to welcome at least 40,000 Afghans by the end of
2023. However, many Afghans continue to face great risks in attempting to leave
Afghanistan or are simply unable to make the journey without assistance. Significant
challenges remain, as there is no Canadian diplomatic or military presence in Afghanistan.
We are navigating a constantly evolving situation in Afghanistan, where movement
continues to be very difficult and dangerous.

It is thanks to continued collaboration with international partners including the United
States, the United Arab Emirates, Pakistan and other countries in the region that so many
Afghans have been able to find safety in Canada. The contributions of other international
organizations and referral partners including the International Organization for Migration
(IOM), the United Nations Refugee Agency, Frontline Defenders and ProtectDefenders.eu.
cannot be understated. In Canada, the significant efforts of provincial and territorial
partners, municipalities, resettlement service providers and thousands of Canadians have
made this achievement possible.
